PROPHETIC READING  EXODUS 19:2-8 

Reader:  Three months after leaving Egypt the Israelites entered the 

Wilderness of Sinai. They followed the route from Rephidim, arrived at the 

Wilderness of Sinai, and set up camp. Israel camped there facing the 

mountain. 

3-6 As Moses went up to meet God, GOD called down to him from the 

mountain: “Speak to the House of Jacob, tell the People of Israel: ‘You have 

seen what I did to Egypt and how I carried you on eagles’ wings and brought 

you to me. If you will listen obediently to what I say and keep my covenant, 

out of all peoples you’ll be my special treasure. The whole Earth is mine to 

choose from, but you’re special: a kingdom of priests, a holy nation.’ 

“This is what I want you to tell the People of Israel.” 

7 Moses came back and called the elders of Israel together and set before 

them all these words which GOD had commanded him. 

8 The people were unanimous in their response: “Everything GOD says, we 

will do.” Moses took the people’s answer back to GOD.  

Reader:  Word of God, word of life.  ALL:  Thanks be to God. 
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DISCIPLESHIP READING  ROMANS 5:1-8 

Reader:  Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God 

through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2 through whom we have obtained access to 

this grace in which we stand, and we boast in our hope of sharing the glory 

of God. 3 And not only that, but we also boast in our afflictions, knowing that 

affliction produces endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and 

character produces hope, 5 and hope does not put us to shame, because 

God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has 

been given to us. 

6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 
7 Indeed, rarely will anyone die for a righteous person—though perhaps for 

a good person someone might actually dare to die. 8 But God proves his 

love for us in that while we still were sinners Christ died for us.

*GOSPEL READING  MATTHEW 10:1, 5-14 
Moses tells the Israelites that they are called to be a priestly kingdom and a holy people. Jesus sends 

out the disciples as laborers into the harvest. In baptism we too are anointed for ministry, sharing God’s 

compassion with our needy world. From the Lord’s table we go forth to proclaim the good news, to heal 

the sick, and to share our bread with the hungry.   
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Leader:  There is good news for us this day and it comes to us from the  

Gospel of Matthew chapter 10.  ALL:  Glory to you, O Lord. 

Leader:  Jesus summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority 

over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to cure every disease and every 

sickness.  

5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: “Do not take 

a road leading to gentiles, and do not enter a Samaritan town, 6 but go 

rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 7 As you go, proclaim the 

good news, ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ 8 Cure the sick; raise 

the dead; cleanse those with a skin disease; cast out demons. You received 

without payment; give without payment. 9 Take no gold, or silver, or copper 

in your belts, 10 no bag for your journey, or two tunics, or sandals, or a staff, 

for laborers deserve their food. 11 Whatever town or village you enter, find 

out who in it is worthy, and stay there until you leave. 12 As you enter the 

house, greet it. 13 If the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it, but if 

it is not worthy, let your peace return to you. 14 If anyone will not welcome 

you or listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet as you leave 

that house or town.
